What to do with sick pats

NEVER HANDLE THE BAT IF IT IS ALIVE.
Keep other people away and contact your nearest
wildlife carer or rescuer. They can arrange

transport for the bat to be examined.

Dead Bats

Contact your nearest Department of Agriculture
because examining the bat may assist in working

out whether it is infected or not.
