/ Frequently Asked Question \

‘: Q. If I find a young joey, how do I care for it until I can
A get it to proper care?

-2" ‘:“ A. There are a few things to remember about young joeys. At that age they
. cannot thermo regulate their own bodies and they are used to being in a
pouch. Joeys also exist on very special diets from their mums. They are used
R to feeling safe and secure in a pouch and unlikely to have met a big creature
like you before. So it's very important to keep them warm and secure. Gently
wrap the joey in a natural fibre material and pop it down your shirt. Don't feed
the joey any water or food. A joey’s ability to take food is limited to what it
can take from its mum. There is a risk that the joey may take fluids into the
lungs if you try to hand feed it, which could be fatal. If it is a long way to go
to care then you can make a pouch, pop it into an empty esky and put a drink
bottle with hot water in the esky to keep it warm, but not too close to the joey.

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I LIMINATE RATS AND MICE, NOT WILDLIFE

Rats and mice are not good house guests. They atifpractically anything, and their excreta contaténwhat they leave
behind. They can spread diseases and other pasts4s fleas) which can affect both humans andalsjrand they cause
tremendous damage to houses and property.

Commonly used anticoagulant rodenticides, howevan, take a terrible toll on wildlife: birds of preppssums, and
household pets which prey on animals affected bgdlpoisons can suffer from secondary poisoningshndauses internal
hemorrhaging and a slow, painful death.

While it is sometimes necessary to use poisonséniriterests of human health, there are other mgtichich should be
explored before we introduce toxins into our envinent.

Rats and mice move in because they are seeking #haiter and breeding sites. By denying them thieisgg, we can
make the first and most important move towarddrgetid of them.

Tidy up. Long grass, weeds, overgrown gardens, éitnbheet metal, cluttered sheds and junk pilesigeothe perfect
environment for rats and mice to flourish. Animabd like bird seed or poultry feed should be staredirtight, rodent-
proof containers (ie: something that can't be chibwlerough) to make it unavailable to your unwelconisitors.
Trapping should be undertaken with care. Traps Ishoever be set where children, pets, wildlife omgéstic animals can
be injured by them. Set traps in a safe, covered §gwo of the most effective baits to use are peditter or pumpkin
seeds.

Although baits containing anticoagulants like Werfaand Bromadioline or Brodifacoum are readily aabié from your
local council or supermarket, they take three todays to kill the animal by way of internal bleggli and during this time,
the affected rat or mouse may be taken by a bidbnaestic cat or a dog. Depending on the numbaniohals preyed upon,
the predator then becomes ill, begins to bleednatty from its liver, and unless urgent veterinatyention is provided,
may die. Many of our magnificent native raptors, lowand possums suffer this horrible fate every year
If the problem is such that you must resort to ggirpoisonand we would never recommend that you simply ttéerats
and mice, to do so would be to risk your familyesahih. Please consider selecting a COUMATETRALY lsdzhpoison
like RACUMIN, which is also readily available fronm@ps and is about the same price as the other kihbaits. While
toxic, COUMATETRALYL DOES NOT ACCUMULATE UP THE FOOD CAIN in the same way as Warfaran,
Bromadioline and Brodifacoum, and is far safer f& émvironment.

Whenever you use a poison, always follow the sgfetgautions on the label, most particularly widhatcessibility of bait
to children, domestic animals and wildlife. Whetlyeu are using traps, baits of a combination oftth@ good placement
is essential to effective control of pests. Plaepd and baits near nests, or places where theratice take shelter. Rats
and mice love to run along skirting boards, undteoré and in wall cavities. They like to follow abtished pathways, and
they like dark corners and hidey holes, so alwaysyour traps or baits near these places for maxireffectiveness.
For traps and baits to be effective, the rats aivg must consider them a viable food source, saydwidy up and remove
all other food sources first, otherwise the ratd arice may ignore your carefully planned snares @ardy on eating your
food instead.

Give rats and mice time to enter traps and takis.biglice are curious, and are easily caught. Ratsautious, wily animals
and will take their time about getting used to sthimg before they investigate, so be patient.
